Agencies such as the United States Forest
Service and Minnesota Department of Natural Resources seek graduates capable of integrating technological applications
within routine, field-based duties and the Geospatial emphasis of the Natural Resources program ensures that graduates
have these basic sills. Employment outlook for graduates with geospatial skills is excellent and is expected to grow.
